He also said he feels more comfortable in interviewing since he practiced answering some
of the questions with his girlfriend.Extraordinary times call for extraordinary measures. Employers
are being total jerks because they know they can do it, people will put up with multiple interviews
and grueling sessions to get a job. (Ah, for the good old days when they just hired you if you could
breathe.) So, even though you are the same potential employee with or without a good cover letter
and interview practice sessions, you have to do this stuff to get hired.Very sad. But | do think the
recommendations in this book work, as he wasn’t getting any interviews before (even though he
really didn’t have a bad resume). Still doesn’t have a job, but we’re hopeful. | was a hiring manager
in the 1990 recession, and | probably got 600 resumes for every engineering job opening at that
time. | know that you throw out boring resumes really fast when you have a pile of 1000 to go
through.READ IT.
